Late entries will be accepted
only where a tee time is available.

. The competition will have three age sections as follows. 55 to 62 years, 63 to 69 years

and 70 + years on the day of the tournament.

. Entries can be made EITHER online through the Club website OR on an appropriate official

entry form submitted to the Club Manager. Cheques should be made payable to ‘Aberdour
Golf Club’ and be post dated to 2nd June 2020. Payment online is also available. Entries
will not be accepted unless accompanied by the Entry Fee of £15.00.

. Play will commence at 7.30 am. Competitors are asked to indicate their preferred starting

times and every effort will be made to accommodate them but, in the event of duplication,
times will be allocated in the order in which the entries are received. Starting times will be
published on the Club website or can be confirmed by phoning 01383 860256.
Competitors withdrawing after Tuesday 19th May 2020 will forfeit their entry fee. Entry
fees are not transferable.

The competitor returning the lowest Net Score will hold the Gram Trophy for one year. The
